Reading provides one of the most enriching and complex 
brain activities available in life.

Missing school can have a major impact on a childôs future ï a student missing one day a fortnight will 
miss four full weeks by the end of the year. By Year 10 theyôll have missed more than a year of school. 

There is no safe number of days for missing school ï each day a student misses puts them behind, and 
can affect their educational outcomes. 
 

Coming to school every day is vital, but if for any reason your child must miss school, there are things 
we can do together to ensure they donôt fall behind:
